Version Control

In Rel-15 all 5GC SBI APIs shall be at version v1. 
In future releases APIs may evolve in a backward compatible way (using extensibility mechanisms as defined in 3GPP TS 29.500 [x]) in which case the version should not be upgraded, or may evolve in an incompatible way (see annex B) in which case the version shall be upgraded. Backward incompatible evolutions requiring a version upgrade should be considered as a last resort. Servers may offer support of more than one version of an API.
