Overview


The Network Function (NF) Repository Function (NRF) is the network entity in the 5G Core Network (5GC) supporting the following functionality:

-
Maintains the NF profile of available NF instances and their supported services; 
-
Supports service discovery function. It receives NF Discovery Requests from NF instances, and provides the information of the available NF instances fulfilling certain criteria (e.g., supporting a given service).
Figures 4-1 and 4-2 show the non-roaming and roaming variants of the reference architecture for the 5GC:
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Figure 4-1: 5G System architecture
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Figure 4-2: Roaming 5G System architecture
For the sake of clarity, the NRF is never depicted in reference point architecture figures, given that the NRF interacts with every other NF in the 5GC. As an exception, in the roaming case, the reference point between the vNRF and the hNRF is named as N27:
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Figure 4-3: NRF Roaming architecture in reference point representation
The information maintained in the NRF for each NF instance (NF Profile) includes:

NF instance ID
-
NF type
-
PLMN ID
-
Network Slice-related Identifier(s) e.g. S-NSSAI, NSI ID

-
FQDN or IP address of the NF
-
NF capacity information
-
NF-specific service authorization information
-
Names of supported services
-
Endpoint information of instance(s) of each supported service
-
Other service parameters, e.g., DNN, notification endpoint for each type of notification that the NF service is interested in receiving.
