Creating a Resource
Procedures that allow a service consumer NF (client) to crate a resource at the server shall be specified to use the HTTP POST method.

Figure 4.6.1.1.1-1 illustrates creating a resource.
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Figure 4.6.1.1.1-1: Creating a resource
The parent resource of which the new resource is to be created as a child is identified by the request URI. 
The payload body of the POST request shall contain a representation of the resource to be created.
On success, "201 Created" shall be returned, the payload body of the POST response shall contain the representation of the created resource, and the "Location" header shall contain the URI of the created resource. 
Note: 
The resource representation in the body of the POST response may be a superset of the resource representation sent in the POST request as the server may add server-generated attributes during the resource creation process.
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned in the POST response body (see subclause 4.9).
