Usage of HTTP PUT
Procedures that allow a service consumer NF (client) to update information stored at the server by means of a complete replacement shall be specified to use the HTTP PUT method to replace the current representation of a resource with a new representation.
Figure 4.6.1.1.3.1-1 illustrates updating a resource using HTTP PUT.
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Figure 4.6.1.1.3.1-1: Updating a Resource using HTTP PUT
The resource that is to be updatede is identified by the request URI. 
The payload body of the PUT request shall contain the new representation of the resource.

On success, "204 No Content" or "200 OK" shall be returned. 
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned in the PUT response body (see subclause 4.9).
