5.4.2.2.1
General

The service operation EnableUEReachability is used during the following procedure:

· MT SMS over NAS in CM-IDLE state via 3GPP access (see 3GPP TS 23.502 [x], subclause 4.13.3.6)
The service operation of EnableUEReachability shall be invoked by the SMSF to enable the reachability of the UE. The operation will trigger the AMF page the UE if the UE is in CM-IDLE state. The AMF accepts the request and respond the SMSF immediately if the UE is in CM-CONNECTED state.
The SMSF shall invoke the service by using HTTP method PUT, to update the state of the UE to be reachable, which is identified by the UE’s SUPI. The AMF shall update the state of the UE to CM-CONNECTED state by paging if the UE is in CM-IDLE state. If the UE is not reachable, the AMF shall indicate to the SMSF in the response.
