5.2.2.x.1
General

The Deactivate service operation shall be used by the AMF to deactivate SMS service for a given service user, which results deletion of an individual UE Context for SMS in the SMSF, in the following procedures:

De-Registration Procedure for SMS over NAS (see subclause 4.13.3.2 of 3GPP TS 23.502 [3]); 
5.2.2.x.2
De-Registration procedure using Deactivate service operation
The AMF shall deactivate SMS service for a given service user by using the HTTP DELETE method as shown in Figure 5.2.2.x.2-1.  
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Figure 5.2.2.x.2-1: Deactivation of SMS service
1.
The AMF shall send a DELETE request to the resource representing the UE Context for SMS (i.e. …/ue-contexts/{supi}) in the SMSF.

2.
On success, "204 No Content" shall be returned. 
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned in the DELETE response body.
