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1. Overall Description:

CT WG4 thanks SA WG2 for the friendly inquiry on recommendation of different options (option#2 and option#3) on N16 Communication Failure in home routed scenario.

CT WG4 would like to highlight towards SA WG2 that CT WG4 consider option#2 is sufficient for N16 Communication Failure in home routed scenario.
CT WG4 studied the different options and decided that one external URI should be used for all available H-SMFs in home routed scenario, based on following assumptions:
· SEPP is a non-transparent proxy providing topology hiding function, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 v15.0.0. A H-SEPP is assumed a reverse-proxy for H-SMFs.
· Multiple H-SEPPs share the same FQDN with multiple IP addresses configured in DNS, following the common practice in internet industry.

· Multiple H-SMFs share the same external URI on H-SEPP with load balancing, providing better topology hiding capability, shorter (or none) failover time and simplified client-side logic.
