Figure 5.2.2.2.2-1 shows a scenario where the NF service consumer (e.g. UDM) sends a request to the UDR to receive the UE's resource related to a resource identifier (see also 3GPP TS 23.502 [3]). The request contains the UE's identity (/{supi}) and the type of the requested information (/<Resource>) and an resource identifier identifying the resource details to be provided in the reply.
