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1. Introduction

During 5G study phase CT3 and CT4 agreed to use JSON as described in IETF RFC 7159 as serialization protocol for the Service Based Interfaces under CT3 and CT4 responsibility.

This decision is already reflected in the 5G normative work and RFC 7159 is already referenced by TSs 29.500, 29.501, 29.507, 29.508 and 29.512.
2. RFC8259

IETF has now published RFC 8259 which specifies JSON and obsoletes RFC 7159.

RFC 8259 applies the errata on RFC 7159, removes inconsistencies with other specifications of JSON, repairs specification errors, and highlights practices that can lead to interoperability problems.

RFC 8259 does not introduce any new technical change that requires further CT3 and CT4 analysis.

IANA is already aligned with this IETF change and now refers to RFC 8259 for the media type "application/json", see:

3. Proposal

It is proposed to use RFC 8259 as JSON reference in 5G CT4 and CT3 TSs which define Service Based Interface APIs.
