Support of Stateless NFs

6.5.1
General
A NF may become stateless by decoupling the "compute" resource and "storage" resource as specified in subclause 4.1 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [3].

This subclause specifies the general mechanism of stateless NFs in SBA.
6.5.1
Stateless AMFs

AMF may become stateless by storing the UE related information in the UDSF, and the AMF planned removal or the AMF auto-recovery should be supported in the network as specified in subclause 5.21.2.2 and 5.21.2.3 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [3].
NOTE:
The detailed mechanism for the AMF planned removal or the AMF auto-recovery for the network with or without UDSF deployment, is specified in 3GPP TS 23.527 [x].
