NF Service FQDN Format for Inter PLMN Routing

For routing HTTP/2 request messages to NF services in a different PLMN, the FQDN of the target NF service shall have the trailing part

".5gc.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org"
In order to guarantee inter-PLMN DNS translation, the <MNC> and <MCC> coding used in the ".5gc.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org" shall be:

-
<MNC> = 3 digits

-
<MCC> = 3 digits

If there are only 2 significant digits in the MNC, one "0" digit shall be inserted at the left side to fill the 3 digits coding of MNC in the NF service endpoint format for inter PLMN routing.

As an example, the trailing part of the FQDN of the NF service, for inter PLMN routing for MCC 345 and MNC 12 is coded as:

".5gc.mnc012.mcc345.3gppnetwork.org".
