5.2.2.3.x
Subscription to notifications of data change via stateless UDM
Figure 5.2.2.3.x-1 shows a scenario where the NF service consumer sends a request to a stateless UDM to subscribe to notifications of data change. The request contains a callback URI and the URI of the monitored resource.
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Figure 5.2.2.3.x-1: NF service consumer subscribes to notifications via stateless UDM
1.
The NF service consumer sends a POST request to the parent resource (collection of subscriptions) (.../{supi}/sdm-subscriptions), to create a subscription as present in message body.
2.
The stateless UDM sends a POST request to the UDR to subscribe to notifications on change of the data as indicated in step 1.
3.
On success, the UDR responds with "201 Created" with the message body containing a representation of the created subscription. The Location HTTP header shall contain the URI of the created subscription, and that URI contains the subscription ID allocated by the UDR.

4.
Upon receiving "201 Created" from the UDR, the stateless UDM responds with "201 Created" with the message body containing a representation of the created subscription. The Location HTTP header shall contain the URI of the created subscription, and that URI shall contain the same subscription ID as received in step 3.

5.2.2.4.y
Unsubscribe to notifications of data change via stateless UDM
Figure 5.2.2.4.2-1 shows a scenario where the NF service consumer sends a request to the UDM to unsubscribe from notifications of data changes (see also 3GPP TS 23.502 [3] figure 4.2.2.2.2-1 step 14). The request contains the URI previously received in the Location HTTP header of the response to the subscription.
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Figure 5.2.2.4.y-1: NF service consumer unsubscribes to notifications via stateless UDM
1.
The NF service consumer sends a DELETE request to the resource identified by the URI previously received during subscription creation.
2.
The stateless UDM sends a DELETE request to the resource URI with the same subscriptionId as in step 1.
3.
On success, the UDR responds with "204 No Content".

4.
Upon receiving "204 No Content" response from the UDR, the stateless UDM responds with "204 No Content" to the NF service consumer.

5.2.2.5.3
Stateless UDM forwards the notification from the UDR to NF


Figure 5.2.2.5.3-1 shows a scenario where the UDR sends a notification to the stateless UDM, then the stateless UDM forwards the notification to the NF service consumer (that has subscribed to receive such notification) about subscription data change.
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Figure 5.2.2.5.3-1: Stateless UDM forwards the notification from the UDR to NF

The UDR sends a POST request the stateless UDM to notify the change of data. The body of the POST request contains an originalCallbackReference.
2.
Upon success, the stateless UDM responds with "204 No Content"
3.
The stateless UDM forwards the notification to the originalCallbackReference.
4.
Upon success, the NF service consumer responds with "204 No Content".
