Editor's Note:
The possibility of using POST method with different URI is FFS
As the PUT method is idempotent, if the target AMF already has the UE Context identified by the IMSI (left by some errors), the target AMF can overwrite the context. If using the POST method, because of the non-idempotent method, the target AMF will create the UE Context again. It is proposed to keep the PUT method in this scenario.
It is assumed the ueContextId shall have the Prefix "supi-", to keep consistent with others in the same specification.

It is assumed the N2InfoNotify during the handover procedure will use the notification mechanism, and the callback URI shall be included in the CreateUEContext service operation.

General

The CreateUEContext service operation is used during the following procedure:

-
Inter NG-RAN node N2 based handover (see 3GPP TS 23.502 [3], subclause 4.9.1.3)

The CreateUEContext service operation is invoked by a NF Service Consumer, e.g. a source AMF, towards the AMF (acting as target AMF), when the source AMF can't serve the UE and selects the target AMF during the handover procedure, to create the UE Context in the target AMF. 

The NF Service Consumer (e.g. the source AMF) shall create the UE Context by using the HTTP PUT method with the following URI. See also Figure 5.2.2.12.1-1.

The URI: "{apiRoot}/namf-comm/v1/ue-contexts/{ueContextId}", where the ueContextId is composed by supi-{supi}.

NOTE:
The Prefix "supi-" allows the receiver knowing which identifier, e.g. 5g_guti, supi, pei, is used to identify the UE context.

The NF Service Consumer, e.g. source AMF, shall send a PUT request, to create the ueContext in the target AMF. The payload body of the POST request shall contain a callback URI.

The target AMF shall request the SMF to prepare the handover of the PDU session, request the 5G-AN to establish resources for the PDU sessions, and responds with the status code "201 Created" if the request is accepted, together with a HTTP Location header to provide the location of a newly created resource. The payload body of the PUT response shall contain the representation of the created UE Context.
On failure, "403 Forbidden" with the message body containing a ProblemDetails object, with the "details" attribute set to "HANDOVER_FAILURE" shall be returned in the PUT response.
