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The zip file contains the notes from the SA3/CT4 conference call on the Rel-15 SBA security work (Wednesday 27 June), distributed on the SA3 and CT4 lists.

It was further requested on the CT4 list to also capture the following discussion:

Follow-up CT4 question: Do SA3 see that this negotiation needs to be done periodically, e.g. SEPP may change their capabilities?

[SA3] Yes this is needed. SA3 also clarified that the TLS connection used for Initial handshake is end to end between the 2 SEPPs and this connection is torn down at the end of the initial handshake procedure. Subsequent periodic parameter exchange would require fresh TLS connection to be established for the life of that exchange. Parameter exchange procedure may happen periodically (when parameters change) but capability negotiation is considered rare to happen after the first initial handshake. If the capability negotiation needs to be done after initial handshake, it is expected that the SEPP to SEPP data forwarding TLS connection is first terminated, then capability is negotiated and then a fresh TLS for data forwarding is established which would use the negotiated capabilities for further application level data forwarding.
