	The "servers" section is currently defined with an "https://" scheme, followed by the {apiRoot} variable. This is incorrect since:

- apiRoot, as specified in TS 29.501, subclause 4.4, already contains the http/https scheme 
- The value of the scheme can be both, http or https, given that SA3 requirement is that "TLS shall be used within a PLMN, unless network security is achieved by other means".



	
	

	Summary of change:
	- The servers section is changed so it refers only to apiRoot, and does not mention the http(s) scheme explicitly.
- The placeholder for service name after {apiRoot} should comply with naming conventions for URIs (lower-with-hyphen)



	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The current OpenAPI specification is misleading, and can be interpreted as if only "https" shall be used as http scheme.
