Mapping between SMF PDUSession service causes and NAS Cause values
X.1
General

NF Service Consumers (e.g. AMF) initiate SM context service operation requests towards the SMF. For Home Routed PDU sessions, the V-SMF also forwards or initiates PDU session service operation requests towards the H-SMF. If the service operation is not successful, the SMF (or H-SMF) returns a HTTP status code error and, in some cases, a protocol or application errors as defined in subclauses 6.1.7.2 and 6.1.7.3 and/or (over the N16 interface only) a n1smCause IE containing the 5GSM cause IE to be sent to the UE. 

Additionally, the H-SMF may initiate session management requests towards the UE, possibly including a Cause IE (see e.g. Update service operation towards V-SMF specified in subclause 5.2.2.8.3). If this operation is not successful, the V-SMF returns a HTTP status code error and, in some cases, a protocol or application errors as defined in subclauses 6.1.7.2 and 6.1.7.3 and/or (over the N16 interface only) a n1smCause IE containing the 5GSM cause IE received from the UE.  

This clause specifies the mapping that should be applied by the SMF between the cause information exchanged over HTTP and over NAS. See Annex B of 3GPP TS 24.501 [7] for the list and description of the cause values for 5GS session management.
