CT considers as useful to create separate OpenAPI files, validated by 3GPP, and to store these OpenAPI files in a centralized way. These separate files would be for information and the Annex of each specification containing the OpenAPI description will remain normative. CT kindly asks CT4 to define the details of the associated process.

On the recommendation 4:

CT believes that this recommendation is tightly linked to the recommendation 3. If there is a central storage of OpenAPI files independent of the TS, it seems relevant to include the ExternalDoc field in the OpenAPI.

an "_" character;

if the OpenAPI specification file contains an API definition: the API name which shall be taken from the heading of the relevant annex A.x as defined in the corresponding 3GPP TS of that API.

if the OpenAPI specification file contains a definition of CommonData: the string "CommonData"; and

the string ".yaml".
