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1. Reason for Change
Sub-clause 5.6.2 of the current specification maps the N4 cause #73 “PFCP entity in congestion” to the 5GSM cause #34 “Service option temporarily out of order”. However, the latter has been removed from TS 24.501 at CT1#112bis by the agreement of C1-188548 since the usage of this cause value is related to LIPA/SIPTO features (see TS 24.301) that are not supported in 5GS. 
Pending agreement of the CT1 document C1-188072, it seems that the most appropriate 5GSM cause that should be used in this case is the following:

Cause #26 – Insufficient resources


This 5GSM cause is used by the UE or by the network to indicate that the requested service cannot be provided due to insufficient resources.

2. Conclusions

Replace 5GSM cause #34 by #26 in Table 5.6.2-1: Mapping from N4 to 5GSM cause values.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.cde V0.1.0.
