NF Service Instance Reselection
An instance of an NF Service Producer may expose several service instances of the same NF Service (e.g., an UDM instance may expose several service instances of the "Nudm_SubscriberDataManagement" service).
An NF Service Consumer may discover, via NRF Nnrf_NFDiscovery service, all available NF Service Instances for a given NF Service and select one of them.

If later, the NF Service Consumer selects a different NF Service Instance in the same NF Instance (e.g. because the formerly selected NF Service Instance becomes unavailable), it may invoke its service operations by means of replacing the addressing parameters with those of the new service instance.

If so, the new NF Service Instance in the NF Service Producer shall produce the same result as if the service operation request would have been successfully delivered to the former NF Service Instance.
