The stage 3 work of 5G phase 1 for PCC related services has been frozen in September, 2018. The fundamental functions and procedures for 5G PCC have been defined according to the stage 2 requirements. But there still are some functions supported in EPS are not supported in 5G even they are not dependent on stage 2 requirements. Some them shall be supported in the 5G based on the CT3/CT4 analysis in order to improve the user experiences and enhance the efficiencies of the network administration.

The objective of this work item is to specify the following stage 3 procedures:
· The race condition handling for PCC related service. Following services may be impacted:
· Npcf_SMPolicyControl service;
· Npcf_AMPolicyControl service;
· Npcf_UEPolicyControl service;
· Nnef_PFDmanagement service; and
· Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service.
· PCC specifics related to restoration procedure (if applicable).

· 5G Rel-15 functionality spill overs not completely covered in 5GS_Ph1-CT, as e.g. acceptable service info support in Npcf_PolicyAuthorization, specifics due to interworking scenarios, etc.

It is not assumed that the same solution as the EPS will be supported in the 5G. All possible solutions will be evaluated during the normative phase.
