4.1	Reference Architecture

4.1.x1	General
The Data Storage architectures are defined in clause 4.2.5 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [y1]:
As depicted in Figure 4.1.x1-1, the 5G System architecture allows any NF to store and retrieve its unstructured data into/from a UDSF (e.g. UE contexts). The UDSF belongs to the same PLMN where the network function is located. CP NFs may share a UDSF for storing their respective unstructured data or may each have their own UDSF (e.g. a UDSF may be located close to the respective NF).
NOTE 1:	Structured data in this specification refers to data for which the structure is defined in 3GPP specifications. Unstructured data refers to data for which the structure is not defined in 3GPP specifications.



Figure 4.1.x1-1: Data storage architecture for unstructured data from any NF
