This service operation is used by the NF Service Consumer (e.g. UDM) to request construction of a secured packet that contains the provided UICC configuration information (e.g. Routing Indicator).
The following procedures using the Provide service operation are supported:
-	Secured Packet Retrieval

Figure 5.2.2.2.2-1 shows a scenario where the UDM sends a request to the OTAF to provide a secured packet.
The request contains the UE's identity (/{supi}) and the UICC configuration parameter in clear format.


Figure 5.2.2.2.2-1: UDM requests the OTAF to provide a secured packet
1.	The UDM sends a POST request (custom method: provide-secured-packet) to the resource representing the SUPI. 
2a.	On success, the OTAF responds with "200 OK", containing the requested SecuredPacket.
2b.	If the resource does not exist (the supi is unknown in the OTAF), the OTAF returns the HTTP status code "404 Not Found", including additional error information in the response body (in "ProblemDetails" element). 
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned in the POST response body.
