Restart of the UCMF
When an UCMF restarts after failure and has lost all or parts of its data, it shall notify all AMFs/MMEs (that previously have subscribed to receive such notification) about the restart by providing a new value of a restart counter. The notification (and corresponding subscription to notification) may be performed via the NRF as described in 3GPP TS 29.527 clause 6.2.3. The restart counter is part of the PLMN assigned UE Radio Capability ID (see 3GPP TS 23.003). Newly (after restart) assigned UE Radio Capability IDs shall contain the new i.e. incremented value of the restart counter.

If an UCMF receives a request to retrieve UE Radio Capability Information and the request contains a stale UE Radio Capability ID (i.e. the restart counter within the received UE Radio Capability ID is not up to date), the UCMF shall return an appropriate error response that contains the new value of the restart counter.

Procedures in the AMF/MME
When the AMF/MME detects that a used UE Radio Capability ID is stale, it shall request the UCMF to assign a fresh UE Radio Capability ID to the related UE Radio Capability Information.
