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	Reason for change:
	For the EutraLocation or the NrLocation included in the UserLocation, both the TAI and CGI are mandatory included.

If the CGI is mandatory included, the receiving node has no idea whether the CGI is the current cell the UE is located, or the history information of the UE.

And in the location reporting scenario, the consumer may request the reporting of the TAI change, or the reporting of the cell change. During the TAI change reporting, the CGI is no need to be reported.

Consider changing the CGI to conditional will cause the backward incompatible issue, it is proposed to indicate the CGI shall be ignored.
