The optional Scope element in the OCI determines the the scope of the information carried in OCI. The following clauses provide a detailed description of the elements that constitute the Scope element in the Overload Control Information. 
6.4.3.4.5.1	ociScope
At least ociScope parameter shall be present, which containes identifiers of either an NF Instance, an NF set, an NF Service Instance or an NF Service Set.
6.4.3.4.5.2	dnn
The optional dnn element indicates the OCI is for a specific DNNs.
6.4.3.4.5.3	S-Nssai-Smf-Info-Set
The optional sNssaiSet (S-Nssai-Smf-Info-Set) element indicates the OCI is for a specific set of the S-NSSAIs.
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
