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In order to continue publication of the joint work between ETSI, Parlay and 3GPP, in the form of ETSI specifications, 3 sets of new ETSI work items are required for Parlay X and Parlay 6.  Draft work item sheets for these specifications are included in zip files attached to this contribution.

Creating new work items gives visibility to the continuing work of the JWG.  Without them, it could appear to ETSI TISPAN as though work will stop at the end of Parlay 5.1.  Creation of work items in time also enables better resource planning for the ETSI Secretariat.  ETSI work items have a 1-1 relationship with published ETSI documents, and should not be confused with 3GPP work items, which cover a larger body of work.  

Basic questions need to be answered before creation of these work items, however.

Parlay 6

The Parlay 6 work items will result in the ETSI ES 204 915 set of specifications, and will correpond to 3GPP Release 7 of TS 29.198.

To create these work items, the names of at least 4 supporting ETSI members are required.  Also, the name of a rapportuer is required.  Previously I was indicated as rapporteur, and this can continue if required.  Without this information, the work items will not be created.  
Any further parts which are created will also require new work items in this series.

ETSI members in the JWG are invited: 
· to volunteer their companies as supporting members for the Parlay 6.0 work items, 
· to decide on a rapporteur, 
· and to approve the creation of these work items.
Parlay X

There are 2 categories of work items required for Parlay X.
Update of Parlay X for Release 6

Work items are requried to update ETSI ES 202 391, the equivalent of 3GPP TS 29.199 Rel-6, in order to take into account the corrections being made to the Rel-6 Parlay X specificaiton.  These work items will result in the creation of ETSI ES 202 391 V1.2.1.

To create these work items, the names of at least 4 supporting ETSI members are required.  Also, the name of a rapportuer is required (the rapportuer for ES 202 391 V1.1.1 is John-Luc Bakker).  Without this information, the work items will not be created.  

ETSI members in the JWG are invited: 
· to volunteer their companies as supporting members for the Parlay X Rel-6 update work items, 
· to decide on a rapporteur, 
· and to approve the creation of these work items.

Update of Parlay X for Release 7
Further work items are required to produce the ETSI version of 3GPP TS 29.199 Rel-7.
This specification will have a different number from ES 202 391.  We have not reserved any particular number series.  It must also have a different title.  The current Parlay X specifications have the following title:

Open Service Access (OSA);
Parlay X Web Services;
Part <part number>: <part title>
As a minimum, some sub-title in parentheses could be added, like what has been done for the base OSA specifications (adding (Parlay 3) etc.).
To create these work items, the names of at least 4 supporting ETSI members are required.  Also, the name of a rapportuer is required (the rapportuer for ES 202 391 V1.1.1 is John-Luc Bakker).  Without this information, the work items will not be created.  

Any further parts which are created will also require new work items in this series.
