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This contribution provides suggestion for text to be included in the requirements listed in ETSI_Parlay_Requirements6_draft0.10_May 05.

Geodetic Conversion (#6 P13)
The Terminal Location Parlay X service provides the caller with the location in WGS-84 format only. Certain applications are in need of using a geodetic system and project method local to the country or area that the service is used. 
This requirement is for introducing the option to select a geodetic system and/or projection method when using the Terminal Location service.

At least two options can be considered.

1. Being part of the Terminal Location getLocation function.

2. Provided as a separate service

Address Book (#6 P14)
The personal address book is a feature that is becoming, more and more, a core part of the mobile operator offering. As such we also need a public API to this feature such that it can be combined with the other functions.
This requirement is to create a simple address book API for Parlay X. 

The API should offer a search capability alongside the provision features like, add, delete and modify entries.

Calendar (#6 P15)
The personal calendar is a feature that is becoming, more and more, a core part of the mobile operator offering. As such we also need a public API to this feature such that it can be combined with the other functions.

This requirement is to create a simple calendar API for Parlay X. 
The API should offer a search capability alongside the provision features like, add, delete and modify entries.

Policy Evaluation (#6 P16)

The Parlay/OSA Policy Management API is available, there is however not a Parlay X equivalent. This requirement is to introduce a simple service to allow policy evaluation to be called.

This is can be mapped to evalPolicy() or evalPolicyReq() in OSA Part 13 Policy Management Service Capability Feature.
