Operation: SendSmartMessage

The invocation of SendSmartMessage requests to send a Smart Message or EMS, specified by the binary array Message to the specified addresses, specified by Addresses. 

The Smart Messaging provides application developers with an extendible set of message formats. These formats enable any application to communicate with a wide variety of handsets. The set of operations currently covers the following areas, sending business cards, Internet Access Configuration related information, calendar items, ringing tones and graphical information.

The Enhanced Messaging Service (EMS) is based upon the standard SMS, but with formatting added to the text. The formatting may permit the message to contain animations, pictures, melodies, formatted text, and vCard and vCalendar objects. Objects may be mixed together into one message.

Optionally the application can also indicate the sender name (SenderName) i.e. the string that is displayed on the user's terminal as the originator of the message and the charging information (Charging) 

The application can also explicitly invoke the getSmsDeliveryStatus using the requestIdentifier returned by the sendSmartMessage invocation to get delivery status. 

Addresses may include group URIs as defined in the Address List Management specification. If groups are not supported, a PolicyException (POL0006) will be returned to the application.
