Rationale

There is a missmatch in the Part3(Call Notification) of the latest Parlay X 2.1 draft. There are several notifications according to call events such as such as busy, noAnswer, notReachable, and etc. But there are no ways to specify an interesting call event in the operations for starting call notification. It is reasonable to specify the required call event in the notification request and then the only event that meets the criteria is notified.
In this CR, we propose to add the criteria parameter to the operations for starting call notification.

Detailed proposal

In order to add criteria parameter, we need to define a new enumeration as followings first. The name of this enumeration is CallEvents. We define 4 call event types in order to correspond these events to the call notification operations. Call Notification web servic of  29.199-03 v6.2.0 now define 4  operaions of which the name starts with ‘handle’ prefix such as handleBusy, handleNotReachable, handleNoAnswer and handleCalledNumber. And also there exist 4 other operaions of which the name starts with ‘notify’ prefix such as notifyBusy, notifyNotReachable, notifyNoAnswer and notifyCalledNumber. These all operations are applicable to 4 call events.

	A call between two parties is being attempted.
