Mr. Darren Gunning is the ETSI Work Item Rapporteur and AePONA, BT, Sprint, Telenor are supporting companies.

It has only recently come to JWG's attention that there is a network function in the 3GPP architecture that supports a requirement that JWG member companies have expressed for Application driven QoS.
Prior to this, the JWG has assumed incorrectly that this was not supported in 3GPP networks and reluctantly progressed this work as an ETSI/Paraly-only specification.

This is the first time that the JWG has a divergence between the ETSI/Parlay and 3GPP versions of the PXWS specs. The JWG would now like to take this opportunity to realign the specifications.

Below is an abstract from an email conversation between CT5 and the CT3 Chair Ragnar Huslende, where JWG first became aware of the capability to support the JWG requirement.

"From Rel-6 onwards we do have an interface (Gq in Rel6, Rx in Rel-7) between an Application Function(AF) and a policy control node. This interface is based on the Diameter protocol and it is able to handle dynamic requests from an AF run by 3rd party AF provider in order to authorize specific QoS levels in the 3GPP core network. Currently, the QoS parameters that can be controlled are:

- QoS class (mapped to UMTS Traffic classes conversational/streaming/interactive/background)

- Bandwidth uplink and downlink"

This clearly indicates support in Release 7 networks for Application driven QoS.

Therefore CT5 asked SA1 via an LS to consider a CR 22.127 (OSA Stage 1) to introduce this requirement (C5-060059).

CT5 will ensure that the appropriate OSA Stage 2 changes are applied to 23.198.

CT5 envisages that this requirement will not introduce any delay to the delivery of Rel-7 OSA Stage 2/3.
