CT5,

First, apologies from FT for not begin able to make it to Da Lian. In our physical absence I would like to submit a couple of comments on two specific contributions going into the meeting.

C5-060236: Media Interaction

The rationale suggests that the specification would cover media interaction such that:

³An application should be able to request IVR Interaction on a call. It should include simple Play Announcement and Play and Collect information capabilities for both network and application initiated calls. ³

This is very close to what the Audio Call specification provides. One specific difference would be that the Media Interaction initiation

(createCallParty) would also work in circumstances where a call is already established. 

Rather than creating a new specification to support this behaviour the FT standpoint would be that all relevant specifications in the PX set, including Audio Call, that would need information and be able to act on an existing call/session should be updated. This, in a manner so that the current call control functions in PX can be used in combination with the rest of the PX set.

In its current form FT does not support the contribution.

C5-060235: CR: Modifications to Conferencing API

FT would request more time to be able to fully consider the impact this has for multi-leg call control across multiple networks. The usage pattern of the new functions moves this close to multi-party call control and FT would need more time to fully understand the consequences of this.

In addition, FT would suggest that the behaviour of the invite request is not clear as it is also moving participants around different conferences.

FT does not support the CR in its current form.
