Rationale

· The addMediaForParticipant operation adds the new media to the participant. 

· Even though in the specification, there is no explicit statement saying the participant can have only one media instance of same type, it is inferred that the participant can have only one media instance of same type.

· It is possible for an AS to request to add new media to the participant which has already the media instance of the requested media. It is worth to define the explicit ServiceException telling there’s already the media instance of same type for the purpose of completeness of the specification. It is not proper approach that we expecting an AS always request operation in correct way. But we’d rather be able to deal with the inappropriate operation. 
· Therefore it is suggested to add a ServiceException as follows : ServiceExceptionXXXX: Duplicate media

· The deleteMediaForParticipant operation may be requested in case of the participant does not have the media instance requested.
· For the completeness of the specification and dealing with the inappropriate invocation of the AS, it is suggested to add a ServiceException as follows : ServiceExceptionXXXX: Media does not match
