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Abstract of document:

This is the fourth part (i.e. Phase 4) of a series of specifications known as ETSI EG 201 988: "TISPAN SPA, OSA for API Requirements" being developed under ETSI Work Item # "DEG/TISPAN-02023-OSA".

The scope of this document is ETSI Phase 4. This is also known as Parlay 6.0 and Parlay X 3, and should have the same scope as 3GPP Release 7.  Note:

· Joint Working Group working methods ensure continued alignment and harmonisation in the jointly published specification suite.   For any ETSI/Parlay requirement that would result in an extension of, or would build upon, a part of the API specification set that is published by 3GPP,  the contributing companies are encouraged to submit their requirements to the 3GPP SA1 requirements process.
The ETSI EG 201 988 series specifies functional requirements (stage 1) but also guidance on architecture and possible solutions (i.e. it includes some stage 2 content). The attached document provides similar content, using the subsection categories of: 
· Issues & Motivation

· Scenarios

· Requirements Description

· Proposed Solution & Further Considerations

Changes since last presentation to TSG CT WG5 Meeting #31:

A full summary of changes is listed at the back of the enclosed document (History clause).  In particular, a number of existing requirements from the previous draft are out-of-scope for ETSI Phase 4/ Parlay6_PX3/ 3GPP Release 7.  They have been moved to an Annex.  However some of them have been addressed in Parlay Accelerator events and therefore should resurface in the next release: i.e. ETSI EG 201 988-5, addressing ETSI Phase 5/ Parlay7_PX4/ 3GPP Release 8. 

In drafts 0.01 through 0.10, the requirements were organized based on whether they were specific to the Parlay/OSA APIs or the PX Web Services.  In drafts 0.11 & 0.12, this distinction was removed (with one exception).
In this draft (v0.14), the "Requirements Description" subsection for each requirement is implementation independent. Suggested architecture/design solutions (PX vs. Parlay/OSA) are presented in the "Proposed Solution & Further Considerations" subsection.

· In some cases where the proposed solution is to extend/add a PX Web Service, the requirement can be mapped to existing functionality in the Parlay/OSA APIs.  In cases where this mapping is not currently possible, contributions are encouraged from member companies to extend/add a Parlay/OSA API, as applicable.

Outstanding Issues:

The ETSI TISPAN Work Item associated with this document (WI# DEG/TISPAN-02023-OSA) is currently in a “stopped” state.
