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Introduction

CT5 member company delegates requested clarification from Parlay TAC regarding any views that Parlay as a group may have regarding the continued support and maintenance of the Parlay / OSA Java realisation annexes that are included as part of the published specifications. In order to determine consensus views, Parlay TAC facilitated email discussion on the Parlay TAC email exploder to determine company views.

The conclusion of the email discussion is outlined in the proposal below as feedback to CT5 regarding the Parlay Group position on this topic.

Recommendation

The debate on whether or not the maintenance of the Parlay Java realisation as part of the published Parlay specifications was an essential or desirable requirement for such specifications proved inconclusive. There was no definitive conclusion on mandating the continued support for such Java realisations or recommending the removal of such. The Parlay TAC discussion recognised the demands associated with maintaining the detailed technical artefacts, whilst at the same time also recognising the Parlay Groups desired position on providing APIs that are not only network agnostic but also technology or realisation neutral.

The Parlay TAC concluded that at this time it could not mandate nor direct the appropriate course of action regarding continued support or deprecation of existing stage 3 materials as this is best achieved through the stage 3 efforts of companies and delegates in CT5. It therefore concluded and recommends that companies use existing mecchanisms at their disposal in CT5, notably the change control process to maintain or remove the materials based on company contributions and the consensus affored by debate in CT5. The Parlay Group and TAC does not seek to mandate the direction or actions nor veto the results concluded within CT5.

Conclusion

The Parlay TAC wishes to thank the JWG for the opportunity to contribute to the discussion on the topic of Java realisaton within the Parlay specifications. The Parlay TAC is confident that the JWG is the most appropriate group to propose, consider and conclude on the best path for the maintenance and evolution of the standards, based on the agreed requirements and demands of the market on matters such as backwards compatibility, technology neutrality, network portability etc.
