Rationale

At the last CT 5 JWG meeting, the situation of the conference call control requirements in Rel-7 was discussed.
It was decided that there were indeed requirements in TS 22.127 (OSA Stage 1) for the inclusion of Conference Call Control SCF as part of TS 29.198.  Consequently, version 1.0.0 of TS 29.198-04-5 was produced and approved.

Since this requirement in TS 22.127 has existed since Rel-5, further consideration of the consequences of this are required.  There are potential impacts on stages 1 and 2 of Releases 5, 6 and 7.

Detailed proposal

4.1
Release 5 

4.1.1
Stage 1

The requirements on providing conference call control functionality should be removed from TS 22.127 Rel-5.  A CR to make this correction has been drafted, in C5-070028. This CR should be presented to SA1 for approval, and according to previous practice, CT5 drafts such CRs and sends them to SA1 by means of a Liaison Statement.  A Liaison Statement has been drafted for this purpose, in C5-070027.

CT5 is invited to approve the LS in C5-070027, and to agree to the inclusion of the CR in C5-070028 as part of this LS.
4.1.2
Stage 2
Stage 2 for OSA Release 5 is in TS 23.127.  While there is text in TS 23.127 clause 7.1.2 which refers to conference call functionality, the text is describing functionality provided by an IMS MRF, with a requirement that OSA takes this functionality into account.  This text is useful stage 2 text to cover conference call control functionality, if it existed in OSA Rel-5.  But it does not specifically require the inclusion of the Conference Call Control SCF: it may be possible to map the MRF conferencing functionality to other call control SCFs.
Therefore no change is proposed to the stage 2 of OSA in Release 5, in TS 23.127.

4.2
Release 6 

4.2.1
Stage 1

The requirement to provide conference call control functionality exists in TS 22.127 Rel-6.

In fact, it could be claimed that this requirement is satisfied by TS 29.199-12 Rel-6, Parlay X 2 Multimedia Conference.  The Parlay X mapping TR (an ETSI document, not a 3GPP document), maps this Parlay X interface onto Multimedia Call Control SCF (TS 29.198-04-4), so the set of OSA specifications is consistent, although perhaps not as consistent as it would be with the Conference Call Control SCF included.
Therefore no change is proposed to the stage 1 of OSA in Release 6, in TS 22.127.

4.2.2
Stage 2
Stage 2 for OSA Release 6 is in TS 23.198.  The same call control text as included in TS 23.127 was carried over to TS 23.198.  Therefore there is text in TS 23.198 clause 7.1.2 which refers to conference call functionality.  This text is useful stage 2 text to cover conference call control functionality, which has been included in the stage 3 of OSA Rel-6 (through the Parlay X specification).
Therefore no change is proposed to the stage 2 of OSA in Release 6, in TS 23.198.

4.3
Release 7

4.3.1
Stage 1

The requirement in TS 22.127 to provide call control functionality is now satisfied in Rel-7, both by TS 29.199-12, Parlay X 3 Multimedia Conference, and by TS 29.198-04-5, Conference Call Control SCF.
4.3.2
Stage 2
The text in TS 23.198 which covers the conference call control funtionality is give below:

Clause 7.1.2, Mapping of OSA APIs in IMS
" ...
These OSA SCF(s) or interface(s) and their implementations shall take into account that the MRF:

       May support both ad-hoc and pre-arranged conferences.

       Controls media stream resources associated to the conference.

       Behaves as a SIP user agent with regard to each party of the conference.

       Supports conference booking and floor control.

       Is divided into Media Resource Function Controller (MRFC) and Media Resource Function Protocol (MRFP), which interface via an H.248 fully compliant interface."
The same text has appeared in TS 23.198 Rel-6 and TS 23.127 Rel-5.  This text is useful stage 2 text to cover conference call control functionality
Therefore no change is proposed to the stage 2 of OSA in Release 7, in TS 23.198.
4.3.3 Mapping TRs

The current ETSI TRs describing the mapping from Parlay X to the base OSA APIs detail a mapping from Parlay X Multimedia Conference API to the OSA Multimedia Call Control SCF.

Consideration should be given to providing an alternative and more direct mapping from Parlay X Multimedia Conference to the OSA Conference Call Control API.
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
