A replacement using the newer specification WS-I: “Attachments Profile Version 1.0” ( http://www.ws-i.org/Profiles/AttachmentsProfile-1.0.html) is requested. The Joint Working group is requested to decide upon the need or not for such a replacement.

 If agreed that such a replacement is desirable the Joint Working Group is requested to consider the accompanying CRs proposing corrections to Parlay X attachment in Multi Media messaging.

Rationale

Correct attachments handling in Parlay X Multimedia Messaging. It is faulty.
The sendMessage (as opposed to sendSMS) has not any parameter for the content! 
Currently the content part is sent “implicit” as a form of SOAP message with attachments - outside the API by the “underlying” network and dealt with by the Parlay X GW multimedia messaging WS implementation based upon e.g.  policy rules , SLA.. 

SOAP allows you to do almost anything. All parameters could be sent as SOAP headers, which would make them invisible as operation parameters. This is not a correct handling of attachments for the follwing reasons:

· It makes it impossible to comply with other widely accepted WS interoperability standards, i.e. WS-I Attachments Profile. 
· It makes it impossible to comply with or use widely accepted standards and tools for mapping WS operations to code, e.g. JAX-RPC, JAX-WS.

· It is bad design. There is no reason to hide one of the parameters from the operation signature.

· It is erroneous WS interface design since there is no way to infer the SOAP from the WSDL.

· It also makes the specification unclear, and thus  interoperability  is endangered since there is no correlation between SOAP messages sent using the specification, the WSDL defined by the specification and specification operation parameters.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed in the multimedia messaging web service to replace the W3C Note (11 December 2001): "SOAP Messages with Attachments” (SwA) with WS-I: “Attachments Profile Version 1.0” available at http://www.ws-i.org/Profiles/AttachmentsProfile-1.0.html
The multimedia messaging content is to be sent as one or more attachments as specified in Attachments Profile Version 1.0 

It requires:

· Additions to SendMessage, ScheduleMessage,and GetMessage parts. 
· Substitute use of W3C Note SwA with WS-I Attachments Profile 1.0. We propose to introduce a new content parameter providing a reference to the attached content. 
This correction is proposed to Multimedia Messaging in Parlay X3.0 (3GPP rel 7 TS29.199-5 v7.0.0) 
- and a mirror CR for 3GPP rel6 (Parlay X2.2) is also proposed.
