Rationale

Since Parlay X 3.0, Third Party Call, Call Notification, Audio Call, and Multimedia Conference Web Services have been enlarged to support the extended call control. They can provide media interaction and multimedia handling as well as generic (conference) call control for the third party application. 
However, the extended call control specifications are needed to be refined with regard to the followings:
· They have a consistency problem of parameter naming rule for the participant of call session even though they are sharing this information across the extended call control specifications. It is needed to be unified consistently.
· In Call Notification Web Service, the description of call session identifier in StartPlayAndCollectNotification and StartPlayAndRecordNotification operations should be distinguished clearly from those of HandleXXX or NotifyXXX operations. It is required to be modified in order to represent the existing call session.

CallSessionIdentifier (in HandleXXX and NotifyXXX operations) : Identifies the call session. If provided allows PX applications to avail of additional PX web service features and capabilities that rely upon a callSessionIdentifier.
CallSessionIdentifier (in StartPlayAndXXXNotification) : Identifies the call session. Allows applications to avail of additional web service features and capabilities that rely upon a callSessionIdentifier.)
