Decision/action requested

CT5 currently has mandate to define stage 2 and stage 3. However, requirements for web services interfaces currently needs to be co-ordinated with TISPAN, 3GPP SA1 and OMA. This document outlines updating CT5's mandate to include handling of requirements from a 3GPP perspective. CT5 will then co-ordinate regarding requirements with TISPAN and OMA as necessary.
The document is presented in order to stimulate discussion around the way forward for handling of requirements.

Rationale

Currently, CT5’s mandate or Terms of Reference covers:
· Stage 2 for the UMTS OSA Architecture (TS 23.198); 

· Stage 3 for the interfaces specific to the UMTS OSA (TS 29.198-series

Stage 1 is handled by:
· TISPAN 1058 (group: WG1)

· 3GPP TS 22.127 (group: SA1)

These two groups need to co-ordinate with one another and then communicate the decisions to CT5, increasing the complexity in handling of requirements.  Recently, CT5 has also had to co-ordinate with OMA regarding work ongoing related to device management etc… 
The increasing level of interest in web services for telecommunications means that there should be closer control over the handling of requirements.  SA1 discussed a release 8 version of 22.127, see S1-071165.
In order to reduce the amount of communication that needs to occur between the TISPAN, 3GPP and CT5, the following recommendations are made:

· Re-write CT5 mandate to cover requirements; this will need to be presented to SA Plenary
· Request SA1 to hand over the responsibility for requirements to CT5, i.e. CT5 takes control of 22.127
· If necessary, CT5 could co-locate with SA1 if discussions related to requirements are required

This would allow CT5 to co-ordinate with TISPAN, OMA and SA1 as required, rather than rely on Liason Statements, etc… which may delay the work.

Conclusion

CT5 needs to make a decision on the best method to handle requirements, which is potentially best done through updating the ToR.
