Rationale

This contribution offers a new item aimed  to extend and specify the data management  for Parlay X Web Services. Data Management is part of the Work Item approved in the WID at CT#36 [1]. In undertaking this activity, retaining backwards compatibility with the existing Parlay X 2.0 specifications was not considered necessary, as there is no existing specifications for Data Management. This approach  will enable a richer set of applications taking into consideration all aspects.
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User: The contribution suggests adding a User object that can be used to identify  the main actor. The proposed methods for this user are:

addUser  (xsd:string enterpriseId, xsd:string uid, PersonAdditionalAttributes additionalAttributes, Role role)
Three different roles can be chosen: Manager, Operator, Regular

getUsers (xsd:string enterpriseId, xsd:string uid, PersonAdditionalAttributes additionalAttributes, Role[] roles, TpInt32 limit)

getRoles(xsd:string enterpriseId, xsd:string uid)
returns the role of the user.
replaceUser (xsd:string uid ): Replace a user

deleteUser(xsd:string uid ): delete the user

Entreprise: The contribution suggests adding an Entreprise object that can be used to identify  the web service client. 
addEnterprise: Add an Enterprise

replaceEnterprise: Replace an Enterprise

deleteEnterprise: delete the Enterprise

Service: The contribution suggests adding a Service object that can be used to identify  the web service in question. 

addService: Add a Service
replaceService: Replace a Service
deleteService: delete the Service
Further work: Further work is suggested to look on  the complete implementation and definition of this WI.
