T-Doc C5-070513 “Preparation of the transfer of Common IMS work to 3GPP” was submitted to meeting CT5#40. This contribution discusses the activities of TISPAN and the following is relevant to CT5: “OSA work is considering the transfer of common IMS work to 3GPP. Some duplication of work exist, and possibly there is no need for TISPAN to ‘rubberstamp’ some OSA documents, as they are already available as ETSI published 3GPP documents.”

At CT5#40 Aepona took an action to list all artifacts published by ETSI that are not also published by 3GPP. This is for discussion at meeting CT#41. The groups should agree which items need to be transferred and which should not be carried forward for maintenance. For the artifacts that the group proposes being carried forward there should also be a proposal on how these shall be maintained.

Contained in this contribution are recommended modifications to the service requirements for OSA Stage 1 (3GPP TS 22.127 V7.1.0). This document has also been submitted to Parlay TAC for review.
