	Summary of change:
	Correction 1:

SSC Mode expected in test step 10 is SSC Mode 2 but URSP rules in MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND in step 4 does not include SSC Mode 2 for the slice. That will unfairly fail the devices sending SSC Mode as NULL in PDU SESSION ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST to match with URSP rules provided by the PCF. 

Hence test step 4 shall be corrected to include SSC Mode 2 in the URSP rules within MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND. Also included MCC/MNC in the UE policy section management sublist as HPLMN (as per 24.501 clause D.2.1.6).

Correction 2:

In Step 3, device shall use Match-All URSP rule in the pre-configured rules within the ME for the Always-on PDU Session established. But MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND in step 4 does not include Match-All URSP rule. As per clause D.2.1.2 in 3GPP 24.501, UE shall replace the UE policy if any with the same UPSI in MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND received. In the absence of the Match-All rule in the MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND, there may be a tear down of the existing Always-on PDU session and it is not the expected behavior. 

Hence test step 4 shall be corrected to include Match-All rule in MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND similar to the Match-All rule pre-configured in the UE.
