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1. Overall Description:

GSMA SCaG would like to submit to the attention of SCP the attached paper SCaG_doc_34_020.

It describes how Operators sometimes face a communication problem in interfacing with the actors in this industry, due to the fact that there is no single word that identifies a UICC containing at least a USIM.

In-fact, missing this name, many players in the industry (not only operators) call this object in the most variable ways, sometimes using an incorrect terminology. 

The attached document lists some terms that are commonly used in marketing communications. In SCaG’s opinion, the usage of these terms is due to a lack of terminology for marketing and technical communication. 

This is the reason why SCaG has decided to clearly state the meaning of “USIM card” into a disclaimer to be put on the front page of each document making use of this term. 

Nevertheless, to avoid any possible misalignment in the future, SCaG would ask SCP to undertake the actions described in the following.

2. Actions:

Action1

One of the current terms used to indicate a UICC with at least a USIM is “USIM card”. SCaG would ask the SCP to consider the opportunity to officially define a “USIM card” as a UICC containing at least a USIM.

If “USIM card” is a name not agreeable by the SCP, SCaG would ask SCP to choose a new term to indicate the same object, considering the need to remove the issue of lacking terminology.
Action 2

In a more general context, SCaG would suggest to SCP to endorse the criteria to add “card” to the name of an application each time there is the need to indicate a UICC that contain that application. For example, a UICC containing at least a ISIM might be referred to as a “ISIM card”

SCaG thanks SCP for the attention and looks forward to a future fruitful cooperation with SCP.
