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1. Overall Description:

3GPP-CT6 would like to thank SCP for the liaison statement document on Referencing the Generic USAT Tests to EP SCP (CT6-050518) and would like to express its opinion on this matter as well as informing EP SCP on the recent change requests for 3GPP TS 31.124 USAT Conformance Test that might affect ETSI TS 102 384 CAT Conformance Test (see attached).
CT6 would like to inform SCP that the CR in C6-050534 was withdrawn and the rest of the CRs were agreed. CT6 kindly request SCP to align the TS 102 384 to these CRs on the TS 31.124.

Regarding the advice on transferring the common USAT test, CT6 would like to inform SCP that CT recently advised CT6 to use a single document test specification. This test specification shall include all releases and define the applicability for each release by usage of a release dependent applicability table.
The transfer of the USAT tests to EP SCP might lead to missing tests for R99 Terminals as CAT tests are only valid from Rel-4 Terminal and above, because TS 102 223, R99 doesn't exist.  In consequence, referencing to the CAT test specification will lead to the situation that CT6 has to create a R99 USAT test specification and a USAT Rel-4-Rel-6 test specification with references to the CAT test specification in parallel. In this case the CT request can't be fulfilled by CT6.
CT6 identified the following options:
a) SCP may create a ETSI TS 102 223, R99 to be able transfer the generic parts of the 3GPP TS 31.111 R99 USAT Specification. Hence, the USAT and CAT tests would be ensured to be valid for all the different releases. Additionally in this case, CT6 would like to point out the fact that handset type approval process will not be facilitated because the corresponding USAT tests would have to rely on two specifications maintained by two separate standardization bodies.  
b)  TS 31.124 references to TS 102 384, Rel-4. In conclusion a R99 terminal shall not perform the TS 31.124 tests which reference to TS 102 384 as no R99 test can apply without an underlying core specification. In this case a TS 102 223, R99 doesn't exist. 
c) CT6 believes the best way forward is to continue with independent test specifications of USAT and CAT as it is today to avoid the creation of TS 102 223, R99 and/or related work amount of estimated 1 to 2 weeks to create one or more TS 31.124 versions with references to TS 102 384 if applicable. Furthermore the situation of partially untested R99 terminals in the field can be avoided in this case. 

Meanwhile, 3GPP-CT6 will continue to collaborate with EP SCP and inform EP SCP on any future changes made for 3GPP TS 31.124 USAT Conformance Test Specification.
