Additional command for push

The PUSH command behaviour for CAT_TP shall comply with TS 102 226 [4]. 
The specific behaviour of USIM Toolkit applications using SMS-PP is stated in sub-clause 7.1.

The PUSH command behaviour for GPRS is specified in sub-clauses 7.x.
7.1
USIM specific behaviour for responses using SMS-PP

The behaviour for responses shall comply with TS 102 226 [4]. 

As the processing of the PUSH command may result in proactive commands being issued, the PUSH command result may be sent back in the additional response data of a response packet using SMS-SUBMIT.

Push command behaviour for TCP over GPRS
The behaviour for BIP open shall be as defined in TS 102 226 [4].
Support for PoR with additional response data is mandatory for PUSH commands related to GPRS.

The TAR of the SMs containing the PUSH commands shall address a separate BIP channel management application. This application is responsible for opening and closing the BIP channel and for sending the identification packet.

If a Channel status event indicating "Link dropped" is received, the card shall close the BIP channel.

Request for identification packet
The request for identification packet allows a remote entity to ask an application on the UICC to send identification data on the BIP channel that was opened with an earlier command.

The client identification data string object present in the command data field of the PUSH command shall be sent from the UICC in an identification packet as defined in 3GPP TS 31.115 [X] on the BIP channel that was opened by a preceding PUSH command. If it is of zero length, the length of the client identification data string in the identification packet shall also be zero. If the client identification data string object is not present, the ICCID shall be used as identification data in the identification packet.

Additional COMPREHENSION‑TLV data objects as defined in the table above can be present in the data field of the PUSH command. The application shall use the data objects provided to construct the SEND DATA command.

Response parameters/data:

If the identification packet can be sent, the status word of the PUSH command shall be set to '90 00'.

If the identification packet can not be sent, the PUSH command shall be considered as failed and the status word of the PUSH command shall be set to '6F 00'.
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
