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1. Overall Description:

SCP thanks 3GPP TSG CT for its LS on High Speed UICC Interface and its expression of concern over the possibility of market fragmentation due to multiple solutions for a high speed UICC interface. The LS was discussed during ETSI SCP #26 in great detail.

ETSI SCP shares the need to have agreed specifications on implementing high speed interface in the UICC and has analyzed the diverse requirements and proposals to achieve this in the interest of satisfying all of its constituent users. As 3GPP TSG CT is aware, multiple solutions are under consideration in ETSI SCP and ETSI SCP is committed to developing each proposal to a high level of technical completion.
Please be advised that in order to present agreed specifications for implementation in the UICC- ME interface, and prevent industry fragmentation, the plenary chairman has directed SCP TEC during ETSI SCP #26 to focus as top priority on fully defining necessary specification of both the MMC and USB protocols as separate technical proposals, and as a lower priority specifying a combined approach. Please note that it was clearly requested that contact allocation, and potential multiplexing issues be dealt with separately and with lesser priority.

Please note that no decision has yet been made regarding which solution is selected.

SCP will keep 3GPP TSG CT aware of its progress on this issue.
