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10.4
Enhanced USIM Phone Book

The Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall be supported by Rel-8 or later MEs. The ME however may not support all elements of the Enhanced USIM phonebook. The provisioning of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book on the UICC is optional and up to the network operator decision. The Enhanced USIM Phone Book is an extension to the Phone Book as described in clause 10.2. i.e. all features of the Phone Book shall be supported.
10.4.1
Backwards compatibility
The Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall be backwards compatible with the Phone Book as defined in clause 10.2. The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall have minimum impact on the implementation for the Phone Book in the ME as well as in the infrastructure, e.g. OTA servers, of the network operator.
Following cases for interoperability between the ME and the Enhanced USIM Phone Book exist:

Case 1:
A pre-Rel-8 ME only supporting the Phone Book as described in 10.2 contains a UICC supporting the Enhanced USIM Phone Book. In this case the ME shall be able to retrieve the respective Phone Book information that is supported by the ME.
Case 2:
An ME supporting the Enhanced USIM Phone Book contains a UICC only supporting the Phone Book as described in clause 10.2. In this case the ME shall retrieve the available Phone Book information from the UICC.
The specificiation of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook may support a mechanism to allow both the USIM and the ME supporting the Enhanced USIM Phonebook to indicate which of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook elements are supported. 
10.4.2
Number of entries

This requirement replaces the requirement as stated in clause 10.2.6 The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall not restrict the number of entries.

10.4.3
Storage of multimedia information per entry

The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall support the storage and linking of multimedia information such as pictures, logos, movies and ring tones per entry. 

It shall be possible to specify the options of usage for the multimedia information. For example display a picture that is connected to an entry only when browsing the phonebook or when receiving an incoming call.

10.4.4
Storage of additional organisational information per entry; Group management
The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall support the storage of additional organisational information such as job-title, position and role per entry. The Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall support group management. This means the user can for example add/delete contact information to a specified group and do some operation to the whole group.
10.4.5
Storage of additional explanatory information per entry

The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall support the storage of supplementary information or a comment per entry.

10.4.6
Number of Enhanced USIM Phone Book items

In order to allow future evolution of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book, the specification of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall not restrict the number of items. For example it shall be possible to add up to n email addresses or phone numbers per entry. In addition it shall be possible to easily add the storage of new types of information such as birthdays per entry. 

10.4.7
Efficient browsing and searching
The ME should implement mechanisms to search entries and browse the Enhanced UISM Phone Book efficiently. 
10.4.8
Data interface between the Enhanced USIM Phonebook and the ME

The phonebook data interface between the Enhanced USIM Phonebook and the ME should allow for easy transfer of Enhanced USIM Phonebook information between different MEs or other personal devices such as PDA or PCs by using the Enhanced (U)SIM Phonebook stored on the USIM. This should be realized by one dedicated command.
10.4.9 Phonebook MMI and (U)SAT support
The Enhanced USIM Phonebook on the USIM should support two kinds of operations. One is to provide the data in the format defined by the technical specification of the Enhanced (U)SIM Phonebook and to leave the display and usage of the information up to the ME. I.e. the data is handled the same way as a phonebook entry stored on the ME and is operated in the same way. The other type if operation is through a dedicated (U)SAT application which is responsible for displaying and managing the Enhanced USIM Phonebook information. The operations include features such as searching, adding and modifying of phonebook information.
The MMI for the user on the ME should be the same for both types of operation in order to ensure comparability and to allow for easy user handling. 
It shall be possible to access the Enhanced USIM Phonebook information through (U)SAT applications in order to allow for additional services such as Phonebook back-up, transmission of contact details by SMS or other bearers from one user to another.
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
