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1. Overall Description:

GCF CAG are pleased to inform CT6 of the recent work to select USAT conformance tests from TS 31.124, to be included in the GCF certification scheme (CC) in the near future. The scope of the work has been confined to mainly R99 tests but among the 31 test cases covering 208 test sequences, a few Rel 4 and Rel 5 tests have also been included. This would not have been possible without the excellent work undertaken by CT6 to produce TS 31.124.
During CAG#8, the work item description (WI-35) for USAT testing was finalised and approved; this is attached. This now signals the test industry to validate the tests and prepare the associated reports for presentation at forthcoming CAGs. The procedure is that once 80% of the test sequences are validated on a single platform, the work item can be activated. These tests will be used, if applicable, to UEs undergoing the certification process.
With the introduction of (3G) USAT testing into the GCF CC, a scenario will exist where dual mode UEs will be subjected to a number of USAT tests as well as similar SAT tests. Indeed the relevant experts supporting the CAG have identified around 150 USAT test sequences where there are equivalent SAT test sequences; these have been listed in sub clause 15 of the WID for information. It follows that this (scenario) could represent considerable duplication of testing for dual mode UEs, which is the one of the things the GCF is continuously attempting to drive out.
It has been concluded that the most effective way to assist UE vendors undertaking the certification testing, is for them to simply observe the applicability of the tests as defined in the CT6 test specifications.

CAG now seeks the expert assistance of CT6 as part of its process to activate WI-35. In particular, CAG asks that CT6 conducts a review of the selected USAT tests and the equivalent SAT tests, in order to identify those tests where duplication does exist, and to raise CRs to change the applicability of the SAT tests as they apply to dual mode UEs.
CAG fully appreciates that this is a non-trivial task and that, among other things, a risk assessment may be considered necessary to assess whether it will be safe to test just the 3G side of a particular SAT/USAT function.
It is also understood that such a review may last a few meeting cycles, but it is hoped that an initial review can be conducted in the next few months such that any associated CRs can be approved no later than CT Plenary#35 (Mar 07). On the other hand if it is felt that such a review is impractical in the short term, then CAG asks that this information is passed back in the first instance, in order to allow CAG to rethink its WI activation strategy.
2. Requested Actions to CT6:
GCF CAG respectfully seeks assistance from the experts in CT6:

· to conduct a review of the selected USAT test and any equivalent SAT test, with a view to identifying those areas where duplication exists and…
· to raise CRs to change the applicability of the SAT tests as they apply to dual mode UEs.

Finally, if it is felt that such a review is impractical, such that any such CRs could not be approved before or at CT Plenary#35 (Mar 07), then CAG asks that this information is passed back, via the GCF Secretariat, in the first instance.
