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1. Overall Description:

GCF CAG thanks CT6 for its timely response to its request for guidance on the applicability of the SAT tests as they apply to dual mode UEs. The LS was reviewed along with the draft CR/ analysis in C6-060820, which GCF CAG found to be a good workable solution.
GCF CAG acknowledges the proposed way forward by CT6 and it is CAG’s intention to adopt this approach.

After a discussion the following points were noted:

· The analysis had not yet been completed but the GCF CAG expectation is that it should be ready after CT6#42 (Feb 07).
· The GCF WI-035 is not expected to be activated until Apr 07 (CAG#10) at the earliest. This is well aligned with the expected completion date of the CT6 analysis as listed above.
· Although the request for analysis has been channelled through the GCF WI-035 work, there exists in fact, an equivalent GCF SAT WI (WI-08) which is primarily affected by the outcome of the analysis.
· The proposed way forward is for GCF CAG to await the completed analysis from CT6 and subsequent 3GPP approval action, and then to update its documentation accordingly. 
2. Requested Actions to CT6:
GCF CAG respectfully asks the experts in CT6:

· To continue and finalize its review of the selected USAT test and equivalent SAT tests and proceed with the relevant 3GPP activity as deemed appropriate. 
GCF CAG looks forward to seeing the result of the review being implemented and asks that the outcome/feedback is passed back, via the GCF Secretariat, in time for CAG#10.
