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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT WG6 would like to thank OMA BCAST working group for their three liaison statements on OMA BCAST card capabilities (C6-070216 [OMA-LS_0183], C6-070217 [OMA-BCAST-2007-0339], C6-070222 [OMA-LS_190]). 3GPP CT WG6 have noted the following requests in these liaison statements:

· 1- A request to define a mechanism allowing the terminal to retrieve data associated to all OMA BCAST keys stored on the UICC and to extend the current key deletion mechanism allowing the terminal to delete an OMA BCAST key identified by its Key Domain ID and its SEK/PEK ID.

· 2- A request to allocate an entry in EFUST for OMA BCAST.

· 3- A request to allocate the tag ‘DF’ for ‘OMA BCAST operation response’ that could be sent in response to an Authenticate command in MBMS Security Context

· 4- A request to consider this need for release 6

Regarding the first request, 3GPP CT6 kindly invites OMA BCAST to define OMA BCAST specific extensions in their specifications. This would have the benefit to document all OMA-BCAST specific extensions in the same specification. 3GPP CT6 kindly asks OMA BCAST to use the 3GPP TS 31.101 file structure format for the new files that would be defined under a new OMA BCAST specific DF under USIM ADF.

As soon as OMA BCAST confirms to 3GPP CT6 that this proposal fits their needs, 3GPP CT WG6 will reserve the needed values for OMA BCAST specific parameters (such as a DF identifier, MBMS security context mode, the response tag 'DF' and an entry in the EFUST). OMA BCAST can already proceed with the related work as release 6 and release 7 versions of TS 31.102 are frozen and used parameters values are known. 3GPP CT6 would like to ask OMA BCAST not to use the "MBMS security context mode" number 5 as it might by used in case 3GPP CT Plenary approves a related change request.

3GPP CT6 would finally like to note that the BCAST parameters will be reserved in the release 8 of TS 31.102, since earlier versions of USIM specifications are frozen. This will be totally equivalent to reserving those values in release 6 or release 7 as pre-release 8 USIM specifications are functionally frozen.

3GPP CT6 will be happy to review OMA BCAST changes related to the requests formulated in the received Liaison Statements listed above.
3GPP CT6 looks forward to have successful cooperation with OMA BCAST group.
