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Discussion document on CR implementation review procedure

This discussion document aims to introduce a 3GPP CT6 CR implementation review procedure. 
Overview:

After approval at CT plenary the CT6 CRs to the test specs TS 31.121, TS 31.124 and TS 51.010-4 have an immediate impact on terminal certification as performed according to terminal certification bodies like GCF and PTCRB.

The approved CRs are incorporated into existing specifications by ETSI MCC and new versions of the specifications are published afterwards.

Due to the direct impact of the approved CT6 CRs to GCF and PTCRB incorrect CR implementations can result in problems for all parties involved in terminal certification.  
Thus there is a need to minimize CR implementation errors.
Proposal:

CT6 could use and benefit from a RAN5 procedure: 

First the secretary/MCC implements draft versions of the specifications with revision marks. 
Then these drafts are made available for the whole group for a review period of one week. 
If the review is performed carefully and if necessary the specifications could be corrected and released without the need for related CRs at upcoming meetings. 
This procedure could be applied to all specifications maintained by CT6.
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
